(MDiv, MA, cum laude); and the University 
of Edinburgh, Scotland (Ph.D.). 

       Duncan has edited, written, and 
contributed to numerous books. Ligon and 
his wife Anne reside in Jackson, Miss. They 
have two adult children.

SESSION HIGHLIGHTS 
January 2024 

1. Approved Stated Session Meeting Minutes of
November 20, 2023

2. A Thank You note was received from the
minister of the Clarksville Church in Clarksville,
TN, for the monetary gift sent to assist church
members who suffered damage in the December
10, 2023 tornado.  The Clarksville Church is an
ECO congregation.

3. Approved Sherry Clark and Cathy Jennings as
Session representatives on the Officer
Nominating Committee.  They will serve as co-
chairs.

4. Approved calling the annual meeting of the
corporation and congregation immediately after
worship on January 21, 2024, for the purpose of
(a) electing corporate officers, and (b) hearing
reports from the Stewardship and Finance
Committee regarding the 2023 Budget and from
the Stewardship Chairman on the results of the
2024 Stewardship Campaign.

5. Approved the annual copier Service
Maintenance Agreement with Rose Business
Equipment at a cost of $1,016.50.  To be paid
from the Office Supply and Expense line item.

6. Approved the transfer of Drew, Katherine,
Graham, and Strain Howard to the Itta Bena-
Morgan City Presbyterian Church.

7. Approved re-designating the $5,067.00 budgeted
for the 2023 Kent Hull Golf Tournament, which
was postponed to the spring of 2024, to the ECO
theological training program which supports
church planting and helping candidates in their
ordination process.

8. Approved changing FPK employee Ashton
Turner from part-time to full-time, beginning
January, 2024.  Her salary from January through
May will be $6,000.00.

9. Approved Beverly Quinn as a member of the
Worship and Music Committee, Class of 2027.

10. Millie Vemer and Floyd Melton III will be the
CE Committee’s representatives on the Officer
Nominating Committee.

11. CE Committee noted that Christmas bonuses
were given to the nursery workers in December.

12. CE Committee relayed the retirement of Octavia
Jones from Childcare on Sundays and
Wednesdays during S.A.L.T. gatherings.

13. Approved paying the tuition for the church’s
three high school juniors to the Johnson
O’Connor Research Foundation in Atlanta, GA,
for aptitude testing.  The tuition, which will run
approximately $950.00 per student, will be paid
from the Youth budget.  Lodging and meals will
be paid by the student’s families.

Session Highlights continued 

14. Approved receiving a gift of $1,000.00 from
Aubrey “Mack” Gaskins to be allocated to the
Classics at First concert series.

15. Approved receiving a gift of $2,000 from Barrett
and Emmie Daugherty to be allocated to the
Endowment Fund.

16. Approved receiving a gift of $2,000.00 from Dr.
and Mrs. James Robbins, and a gift of $1,000.00
from Van Dyke Neill, both to be allocated by
Session at a later date upon recommendation
from the Stewardship and Finance Committee.

17. Stewardship and Finance Chair reported that the
church ended 2023 on a positive note with
income exceeding the budgeted/pledged amount
b y $38,346.96 and with expenses being
$23,206.29 less than anticipated.

18. The Chair of the Stewardship Campaign for 2024
reported that $877,990.00 in pledges have been
received.  He stated that some cuts may need to
be made to the proposed budget but they should
not be too extensive.

19. An update regarding the Parking Lot/Covered
Entrance Capital Campaign was given by the
campaign chair, reporting that the amount of
pledges sought was $525,000.00 and that pledges
in the amount of $542,000.00 have been
received.  he further stated that we may wish to
add to that amount to cover unanticipated costs.

20. Building and Ground Chair updated the Session
on the issue involving the damage to the HVAC
units in the main building due to a power surge.
Parts have been ordered but have not been
received yet.  Portable heaters are being utilized
in the areas of the main building affected by the
damaged units.

21. Approved changing the Session Meeting dates
from the third Monday to the third Sunday at
9:00 a.m.
